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CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE 
 
It gives me great pleasure to present the Annual Report of the Tasmanian Freight 
Logistics Council for 2007-08. 
 
The Council’s vision is of a vibrant and efficient Tasmanian freight community, 
continually improving systems to support increased competitiveness, new business and 
investment in more effective supply chains.   To achieve this vision, the Council: 
 

·  Is involved in projects to improve logistics service standards and quality 
management of logistics-chains; 

 
·  Is an information source on logistics-related technologies, training support, 

packaging and transport systems;  
 

·  Is a conduit between shippers, industry associations, freight service providers and 
government about logistics issues; and 
 

·  Supports improvements in Tasmania’s freight chains by working jointly with 
service providers and shippers.   Our focus is on the logistics aspects of moving 
goods across, into and out of Tasmania. 

 
The Tasmanian economy has remained strong over the past twelve months – albeit 
predictions for the next twelve months are not so positive.   The cost of transport affects 
the competitiveness and productivity of most Tasmanian businesses – and transport 
reform is vital to our economic future.   Both the Federal and State Government recognise 
the need to invest significant expenditure into logistics infrastructure in Tasmania.   The 
new Federal Government’s pre-election funding promises for Tasmania total more than 
$350 million for road and rail alone.      The Federal Government has also pledged to 
extend Tasmania's AusLink national road network to include the Brooker Highway from 
Granton into central Hobart and the Tasman Highway from Hobart port to Hobart 
Airport, making these roads eligible for Federal road funding.   The Tasmanian 
Government outlined a $95 million roads program in the last State Budget which is aimed 
at improving the long-term sustainability of Tasmania’s road network.    
 
The importance placed by the Council on keeping in touch with stakeholders and their 
changing perspectives on current issues affecting logistics within their business is 
reflected in many of the activities undertaken by the Council during the year – which are 
reported on separately in the Annual Report. 
 
On behalf of Members, the Council gratefully acknowledges funding contributions made 
by the Commonwealth and Tasmanian Governments and the support from their 
respective agencies, namely the Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure Transport, 
Regional Development and Local Government and the Tasmanian Government’s

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OVERVIEW OF ACTIVITIES 
 
The Council has continued to be been very active throughout the 2007-08 year addressing 
a number of issues affecting the freight and logistics sector in Tasmania. 
 
 
Project Activity Update 
 
Project activities undertaken during the year included the following: 
 
Leadership 
 

·  Gathered information and communicated industry needs to all levels of 
government and their agencies: 

 
o Met with the TT-Line in relation to the ongoing problem for Tasmanian 

shippers of perishable and other goods from Devonport to Melbourne during 
the dry docking of one of the Spirit of Tasmania ships during July and August 
each year. 

o Identified key issues, concerns and expectations regarding the Brighton freight 
transport hub and communicated same with Brighton Council and key 
stakeholders. 

o Contacted Tiger Airways requesting that it considers introducing an air freight 
service on its daily return passenger services from Melbourne to Launceston 
and Hobart.   No freight is currently being carried on any of their Australian 
services and there are no plans to carry freight in the immediate future. 

o Met with airline representatives, freight forwarders and key representatives 
from the seafood industry in Tasmania about limited air freight capacity 
during the peak tourism season. 

o Convened meeting of any interested Members and other parties about possible 
changes to the administration of the Tasmanian Freight Equalisation Scheme 
and the Tasmanian Wheat Freight Scheme.    

o Obtained views of members, shippers and transport operators and prepared 
submission to an independent review of Australia’s quarantine and biosecurity 
arrangements by the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry. 

o Invited key industry stakeholders to attend meetings of the Board of Directors 
to address the Council about their industry and any freight issues affecting 
them and to enable the stakeholders to learn about the various issues being 
addressed by the Council. 

 
·  Initiated detailed logistics studies and reports after consultation with stakeholders 

to ascertain the scope and needs of the studies – which added to the freight 
logistics services supply/demand map of Tasmanian cargo flows:  
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o Prepared brochures detailing the findings of recent supply-chain specific 
research undertaken by the Council which identified key procedures needed to 
maintain best practice product integrity as it moved along the supply-chain.  

o Ongoing participation in Working Group established by the Tasmanian 
Fishing Industry Council to implement recommendations contained in the 
report on the review of freight logistics associated with non-frozen seafood 
harvested and processed in Tasmania.  

 
·  Provided information on freight logistic issues as requested from enquiries 

received from members, industry groups, government and the general public. 
 
People 
 

·  Worked with stakeholders to promote awareness of key industry changes and 
needs including:- 

 
o Chain of Responsibility legislation. 
o Administration of Tasmanian Freight Equalisation Scheme.  

 
·  In response to emerging concerns about a forecast skill shortage in the transport 

and logistics industries over the next decade, the Council participated in the 2007 
and 2008 Careers and Employment Expo’s as a significant effort to promote 
career options in logistics-related industries, especially among prospective school 
leavers starting to think about their participation in the work-force.   The Council 
also participated in a similar Careers Expo held at Rosny College.   Information 
on career opportunities in transport and logistics was provided to various 
employment agencies in Tasmania.    

 
 
Publicity & Promotion 
 
The Council worked hard during the year to promote the freight and logistics industry 
and the role of the Council and the various services available to freight and logistics users 
and providers in Tasmania – particularly to those whom are currently not Members of the 
Council.  Activities undertaken in this area included: 
  

·  Conducted media interviews and prepared articles for newspapers, newsletters, 
magazines and industry publications in regard to current freight and logistics 
issues. 

·  Regular promotion and advertising of the Council and its activities at relevant 
trade shows, seminars and events like Agfest in Tasmania. 

·  Prepared a regular, quarterly News Bulletin which was sent to members, industry 
associations and service providers.  

·  Regular advertising in newspapers and magazines circulating in Tasmanian markets. 
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Council Website 
 
The Council continued to update its website www.freightlogistics.com.au during the year.    
The website provides information about the Council and its past and present activities and 
is regularly updated with any freight logistics issues and news that may be of interest to 
Members.   It also contains links to many relevant websites.    
 
The Council continued to improve its website during the year.   Improvements made 
included: 
 

·  Adding a new packaging support page to assist Members with information on 
their packaging needs. 

·  Adding a new “Getting to Market” page to assist Members involved in the chain 
process to gain an appreciation of whole-of-chain management and the part they 
play and providing links to information specific to their product or transport 
needs.

No provision for income tax has been raised, as the council is exempt from income tax under s50-5 of the Income Tax

Grant Revenue is recognised in the income statement when it is controlled.  When there are conditions attached to grant 
revenue relating to the use of those grants for specific purposes it is recongnised in the balance sheet as a liability until such 
conditions are met.

Revenues, expenses, and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not 
recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office.  In these circumstances, the GST is recongnised as part of the cost of 
acquisition or part of an item of expense.  Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

Membership and other revenue is recognised upon delivery of goods/services to the member.

Plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

All fixed assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over their useful lives to the company.

This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the requirements of the Corporations Act 
2001 .  The directors have determined that the company is not a reporting entity.

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based upon historic costs and does not take into account 
changing money values or, except where stated, current valuations of non-current assets.
