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CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE 
 
It gives me great pleasure to present the Annual Report of the Tasmanian Freight 
Logistics Council for 2008-09. 
 
The Council’s vision is of a vibrant and efficient Tasmanian freight community, 
continually improving systems to support increased competitiveness, new business and 
investment in more effective supply chains.   To achieve this vision, the Council: 
 

·  Is involved in projects to improve logistics service standards and quality 
management of logistics-chains; 

 
·  Is an information source on logistics-related technologies, training support, 

packaging and transport systems;  
 

·  Is a conduit between shippers, industry associations, freight service providers and 
government about logistics issues; and 
 

·  Supports improvements in Tasmania’s freight chains by working jointly with 
service providers and shippers.   Our focus is on the logistics aspects of moving 
goods across, into and out of Tasmania. 

 
The Council (which was formerly known as the Tasmanian Export Council) achieved a 
significant milestone during the year when it celebrated its 10th anniversary in February 
2009.   I know that the Council has good reason to look back at its significant 
achievements over the past ten years on behalf of the Tasmanian freight and logistics 
industry with pride and a sense of achievement.   It has made an important contribution to 
the improvement of the movement of freight into and out of Tasmania that time and I 
believe that it will continue to do so into the future. 
 
The Global Financial Crisis has already impacted on the Tasmanian economy over the 
past twelve months – with predictions of a significantly more negative downturn in the 
economy over the coming twelve months.   This means that the work of the Council will 
be even more important in the future as the cost of transport affects the competitiveness 
and productivity of most Tasmanian businesses – and transport reform is vital to our 
economic future.    
 
Both the Federal and State Government continue to recognise the need to invest 
significant expenditure into logistics infrastructure in Tasmania.    The Federal 
Government’s 2008 budget provided a $3.2 billion investment in road and rail projects 
across the country with Tasmania’s share of the investment program including $1.6 
million to plan the Pontville / Bagdad bypass, $25 million over five years to upgrade the 
Bridgewater Bridge, a new subsidy for freight travelling from Tasmania to and from King 
Island or Flinders Island costing $2.8 million over four years and $4.5 million to upgrade 
safety on the Midland Highway. 
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A record infrastructure $1.5 billion four-year plan to renew and build infrastructure in 
Tasmania – including many major road and rail infrastructure projects – was also 
announced by the Tasmanian Government in its 2008-09 budget.   This includes an 
investment of $627 million in its Roads Program, $23 million for the development of the 
Brighton transport hub and $76.6 million for developing and improving Tasmania’s rail 
infrastructure. 
 
The Council keeps in regular contact with its Members and other key stakeholders to 
keep abreast of their perspectives on current issues affecting logistics within their 
business.    These issues are reflected in many of the activities that have been undertaken 
by the Council during the year – which are separately reported on elsewhere in the 
Annual Report. 
 
Following input from the Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure Transport, 
Regional Development and Local Government a meeting with the State Government’s 
Minister for Infrastructure to ascertain his views on the direction that the Council should 
be taking over the next two years, the Council developed a Strategic Plan for 2008-09 and 
2009-10. 
 
On behalf of Members, the Council gratefully acknowledges funding contributions made 
by the Commonwealth and Tasmanian Governments and the support from their 
respective agencies, namely the Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure Transport, 
Regional Development and Local Government and the Tasmanian Government’s 
Department of Infrastructure Energy and Resources.    
 
The Council would also like to acknowledge the significant in-kind contribution of office 
space and support services provided by the Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce & 
Industry.     
 
I would like to particularly thank my fellow Directors – who collectively have a wealth of 
freight, logistics and business knowledge – who so freely give up their time with advice, 
project implementation and meeting throughout the State - all without remuneration in 
serving on the Board of Management of the Council. 
 
The Council looks forward to ongoing and regular involvement with the Tasmanian 
freight community and improved outcomes from its actions on behalf of its Members in 
the future.

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GOVERNMENT AND INDUSTRY SUPPORT 

 
The Council can only continue its operations with support from respective governments 
at Federal and State level and industry.   The Council acknowledges with thanks funding 
contributions made by the Commonwealth Government’s Department of Infrastructure 
Transport, Regional Development and Local Government (DoITRDaLG) and the 
Tasmanian Government’s Department of Infrastructure Energy and Resources (DIER).    
 
Industry support takes the form of non-remunerated time of Directors in serving on the 
Board and, most importantly of all, a significant in-kind contribution of office space and 
support services from the Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce & Industry. 
�
�
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10th ANNIVERSARY 
 
The Tasmanian Freight Logistics Council (which was formerly known as the Tasmanian 
Export Council) was 10-years old in February 2009.   The Tasmanian Export Council was 
incorporated as a public company limited by guarantee on 3 February 1999, having been 
initiated on behalf of the State and Federal Governments by officers from the State 
Department of Infrastructure, Energy & Resources (DIER) in discussions with Tasmanian 
export businesses and the Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce & Industry (TCCI).   In 
2003 the Council’s name was changed to the Tasmanian Freight Logistics Council. 
 
The ten years in retrospect has seen significant turbulence and change in the operation of 
freight services to and from Tasmania.     The collapse of Ansett Airlines impacted 
enormously on air freight capacity and the Council was instrumental (in conjunction with 
DIER and TCCI)  in establishing an Air Freight Working Group of air freight users, 
forwarders and other service providers to address issues and assist communication 
between airlines, forwarders and shippers.   In time there was a recovery in airfreight 
capacity after the Ansett Airlines collapse, with a strengthening of Australian air Express’ 
schedules and the introduction of first Impulse, then Virgin Blue Airlines and later on 
Jetstar as somewhat minor but nonetheless important air freight operators.      
 
In sea-freight, Bass Strait services have become highly competitive with the introduction 
of additional excess capacity from the daily TT-Line passenger ferry services ex 
Devonport and ANL’s re-establishment out of Bell Bay and Burnie.   The Council was 
involved in encouraging shippers to take advantage of the opportunities offered by such 
alternatives and there has been a shift away from sole reliance on airfreight capacity to 
move product northwards. 
 
Despite all this increased capacity and growth in demand, there have been other 
significant issues in freight logistics that have been addressed with Council support.   
External/global factors such as international conflicts, SARS, increased oil prices and an 
economic downturn have affected costs and have increased complexities of moving 
product into export markets.   Continued terrorist activity has heightened concerns by 
governments about protecting movements of export and import freight across borders – 
and this has resulted in a tightening of security measures at ports (both sea and air) in 
Australia, affecting the speed with which products can be cleared for shipment through to 
market.    
 
It is worth acknowledging that three of the Council’s Directors – Philip Petersen (the 
Chairman) from the Department of Infrastructure, Energy and Resources, Scott Cleary 
from Australian air Express and Tim Hess from Petuna Seafoods – have been Directors 
for the whole ten years existence of the Council. 
 
The Council has made a significant contribution to the improvement of the movement of 
freight into and out of Tasmania in its first ten years of existence and its role in assisting 
the Tasmanian freight community to be responsive to such change continues unabated. 
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OVERVIEW OF ACTIVITIES 
 
The Council has continued to be been very active throughout the 2008-09 year addressing 
a number of issues affecting the freight and logistics sector in Tasmania. 
 
 
Strategic Plan 2008-09 to 2009-10 
 
The Council approved its Strategic Plan for 2008-09 and 2009-10 during the year.   The 
Plan outlines the Council’s objectives for the next two years, identifying key issues and 
strategies to be undertaken by the Council in that time.   A copy of the Strategic Plan can 
be obtained from the Council’s website www.freightlogistics.com.au 
 
 
Project Activity Update 
 
Project activities undertaken during the year included the following: 
 
Leadership 
 

·  Gathered information and communicated industry needs to all levels of 
government and their agencies: 

 
o Membership of the Brighton Transport Hub Industry Reference Group to 

provide the views of industry in regard to the design and use of the freight 
transport hub to the Department of Infrastructure, Energy and Resources. 

o Obtained views of members, shippers, transport operators and Local 
Government and prepared submission to Infrastructure Australia in regard to 
transport infrastructure priorities for Tasmania’s roads, railways and ports for 
possible inclusion on the National Infrastructure Priority List. 

o Invited key industry stakeholders to attend meetings of the Board of Directors 
to address the Council about their industry and any freight issues affecting 
them and to enable the stakeholders to learn about the various issues being 
addressed by the Council. 

 
·  Initiated detailed logistics studies and reports after consultation with stakeholders 

to ascertain the scope and needs of the studies – which added to the freight 
logistics services supply/demand map of Tasmanian cargo flows:  

 
o Ongoing participation in Working Group established by the Tasmanian 

Fishing Industry Council to implement recommendations contained in the 
report on the review of freight logistics associated with non-frozen seafood 
harvested and processed in Tasmania.   The major achievement during the 
year was the finalization of the Working Group’s Strategic Plan which was 
adopted by the Tasmanian Fishing Industry Council and the Council. 
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o Conducted a freight forum in Huonville to ensure that movement of freight 
into and out of the Channel and Huon areas is as efficient as possible and to 
identify any issues and problems currently being experienced in the areas. 

o Initiated a detailed freight study on flows to and from the Kingborough and 
Huon Valley and commenced actions on key recommendations contained 
within the report.    

 
·  Sponsored a Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce and Industry Black Tie Dinner 

with Alan Joyce, Jetstar’s then CEO as guest speaker.   This was a good 
networking opportunity for the Council and some of its members. 

 
·  Provided information on freight logistic issues as requested from enquiries 

received from members, industry groups, government and the general public. 
 
People 
 

·  Worked with stakeholders to promote awareness of key industry changes and 
needs including:- 

 
o Australian Quarantine Inspection Service export program charges. 
o Export Market Development Grant new scheme rules. 
o Heavy vehicle road transport legislation which include chain of responsibility 

provisions. 
 

·  In response to emerging concerns about a forecast skill shortage in the transport 
and logistics industries over the next decade, the Council participated in the 2009 
Careers and Employment Expo’s as a significant effort to promote career options 
in logistics-related industries, especially among prospective school leavers 
starting to think about their participation in the work-force.   The Council also 
participated in a similar Careers Expo held at Rosny College.  

 
·  Launched the Tasmanian-specific Logistics Information and Navigation Centre 

(LINC) which is linked to the Council’s website.   LINC is a web portal providing 
links to information aimed at demystifying freight operations and services and 
containing Tasmanian-specific career briefs and pathway information. 

 
·   The Council took a leading role in the formation of a Tasmanian Transport and 

Logistics Workforce Advisory Group which is being established by DIER in 
conjunction with the Australian Transport Commission to improve workforce 
planning and skills retention in the transport and logistics sector.    Following 
consultation with members, a recommendation on the composition of the 
Advisory Group has been made to the Tasmanian Government’s Minister for 
Infrastructure.   

 
·   The Council was invited to join a TCCI Employment, Education, Training and 

Skills Committee to listen to and work with industry in Tasmania in relation to 
the education and training needs of Tasmania.    
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Publicity & Promotion 
 
The Council worked hard during the year to promote the freight and logistics industry 
and the role of the Council and the various services available to freight and logistics users 
and providers in Tasmania – particularly to those whom are currently not Members of the 
Council.   Activities undertaken in this area included: 
  

·  Conducted media interviews and prepared articles for newspapers, newsletters, 
magazines and industry publications in regard to current freight and logistics 
issues. 

·  Regular promotion and advertising of the Council and its activities at relevant 
trade shows, seminars and events like Agfest in Tasmania. 

·  Prepared a regular, quarterly News Bulletin which was sent to members, industry 
associations and service providers.  

·  Regular advertising in newspapers and magazines circulating in Tasmanian markets. 
 
 
Council Website 
 
The Council continued to update its website www.freightlogistics.com.au during the year.    
The website provides information about the Council and its past and present activities and 
is regularly updated with any freight logistics issues and news that may be of interest to 
Members.   It also contains links to many relevant websites.    Improvements made 
included: 
 

·  Adding a Tasmanian-specific Logistics Information and Navigation Centre 
(LINC) to the website.   LINC is a web portal providing links to information 
aimed at demystifying freight operations and services and containing Tasmanian-
specific career briefs and pathway information.  

 
 
Australian Freight Council Network 
 
The Council maintained contacts with other freight councils interstate and participated in 
this national network as well as others of state and federal government transport agencies 
as a source of valuable information relevant to Tasmania and also to combine resources 
in support of projects yielding benefit to more than one jurisdiction. 
 
During the year, the Council’s Chairman attended a meeting of the Australian Freight 
Council Network (AFCN) in Canberra when representatives from a number of Federal 
Government Departments attended so that the AFCN and individual freight council’s 
involvement in national issues could be communicated to those present and, in turn, the 
various Federal Government Department’s had the opportunity to let the freight councils 
know what they want or expect from them.

Receivables are recognised and carried at cost. Membership debtors are non-interest bearing and generally on 30 day terms.

Liabilities for trade creditors and other amounts are carried at cost which is the fair value of the consideration to be paid in the 
future for goods and services received.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Council in the preparation of the financial report.  
The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at-call with banks, other short term highly liquid investments 
with maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts.

No provision for income tax has been raised, as the Council is exempt from income tax under s50-5 of the Income Tax 
Assessment Act 1997 .

Grant Revenue is recognised in the income statement when it is controlled.  When there are conditions attached to grant 
revenue relating to the use of those grants for specific purposes it is recongnised in the balance sheet as a liability until such 
conditions are met.

Revenues, expenses, and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not 
recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office.  In these circumstances, the GST is recognised as part of the cost of 
acquisition or part of an item of expense.  Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

Membership and other revenue is recognised upon delivery of goods/services to the member.

Plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

All fixed assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over their useful lives to the company.

This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the requirements of the Corporations Act 
2001 .  The directors have determined that the company is not a reporting entity.
