SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the requirements of the Corporations
Act 2001. The directors have determined that the company is not a reporting entity.
The Tasmanian Freight Logistics Council Ltd. is a company limited by guarantee, incorporated and domiciled in Australia.

Basis of Preparation

The report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Corporations Act 2001
and the following applicable Accounting Standards and Australian Accounting Interpretations:

No other Accounting Standards, Accounting Interpretations or other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian

Reporting Basis and Conventions

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based upon historic costs and does not take into
account changing money values or, except where stated, current valuations of non-current assets.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the company in the preparation of the financial
report. The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

Accounting Policies

a Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at-call with banks, other short term highly liquid
investments with maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts.

Debtors and other receivables

Receivables are recognised and carried at cost. Membership debtors are non-interest bearing and generally on 30 day
terms.

Cost and valuation

Plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.
Depreciation
All fixed assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over their useful lives to the company.

d Trade and other payables
Liabilities for trade creditors and other amounts are carried at cost which is the fair value of the consideration to be paid in
the future for goods and senvices received.

e Revenue recognition

Grant Revenue is recognised in the income statement when it is controlled. When there are conditions attached to grant
revenue relating to the use of those grants for specific purposes it is recongnised in the balance sheet as a liability until
such conditions are met.

Membership and other revenue is recognised upon delivery of goods/senices to the member.
Interest Revenue is recongnised on a proportional basis taking into account the interest rates applicable to financial
assets.
All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and senices tax (GST).

f Income tax
No provision for income tax has been raised, as the company is exempt from income tax under s50-5 of the Income Tax
Assessment Act 1997

g Goods and Services Tax (GST)
Revenues, expenses, and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is
not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office. In these circumstances, the GST is recognised as part of the cost of
acquisition or part of an item of expense. Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

Cash flows are presented in the Cash flow Statement on a gross basis, except for the GST component of investing and
financing activities which are disclosed as operating cash flows.
