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CHAIRMAN’S MESSAGE 
 
It gives me great pleasure to present the Annual Report of the Tasmanian Freight 
Logistics Council for 2010-11. 
 
The Council’s vision is of a vibrant and efficient Tasmanian freight community, 
continually improving systems to support increased competitiveness, new business and 
investment in more effective supply chains.   To achieve this vision, the Council: 
 

·  Is involved in projects to improve logistics service standards and quality 
management of logistics-chains; 

 
·  Is an information source on logistics-related technologies, training support, 

packaging and transport systems;  
 

·  Is a conduit between shippers, industry associations, freight service providers and 
government about logistics issues; and 
 

·  Supports improvements in Tasmania’s freight chains by working jointly with 
service providers and shippers.   Our focus is on the logistics aspects of moving 
goods across, into and out of Tasmania. 

 
The Council was saddened by the tragic passing of its Chairman, Philip Petersen, on 29 
April 2011.   Philip had a heart attack whilst flying his ultra-light plane from Turmut in 
New South Wales to Loxton in South Australia.   Philip was the Council’s Chairman 
from its inception in 1999 until his tragic death.   Philip was a unique and colourful 
character who always ensured that Tasmanian freight concerns were known both within 
Tasmania and nationally.   His frank and forthright approach over many years was 
respected and his dry wit and humour will be missed.   The Council extends its deepest 
sympathy to Philip’s wife Sylvia and his family. 
 
The Council has been very active in the past twelve months as can be seen by the variety 
and quantity of tasks undertaken as reported in the Overview of Activities section of this 
report. 
 
The Council keeps in regular contact with its Members and other key stakeholders to 
keep abreast of their perspectives on current issues affecting logistics within their 
business.    These issues are reflected in many of the activities that have been undertaken 
by the Council during the year – which are separately reported on elsewhere in the 
Annual Report. 
 
The long-term future of the Council remains unsure at present.   In July 2010, the Council 
was advised that Tasmanian Government funding of the Council would not be continued 
beyond 30 September 2010 due to extensive demands on its budget following a rigorous 
review and assessment of priorities.   The Federal Government subsequently withdrew its 
financial support to the Council as at 30 September 2010 as the provision of Federal 
Government funding is only on the basis of matching State Government funding. 
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The existence of the Council provides the Tasmanian Government with the opportunity to 
depoliticize and keep problems away from the Government – by referring such problems 
to the Council for advice and comment.   The Council has for some years now looked 
after the day-to-day battles on freight and logistics issues that, as commercial matters, the 
Government has little ability to affect and would be better not involved with.   The 
Council can ascertain the problem, get the various parties together and try to solve the 
issues.   This is clearly not the role of Government but without the existence of the 
Council, the Government may not have anyone to refer the issues to. 
 
If the Council did not exist then the Tasmanian Government would probably need to 
establish an in-house Reference Group within the Department of Infrastructure Energy 
and Resources to address the many freight and logistics issues that would inevitably arise. 
 
A request for the reinstatement of Tasmanian Government funding from 1 July 2011 was 
not successful.   Despite this set-back, the Council will continue to operate as normal – 
funding its operations from accumulated funds and contributions from members and 
industry. 
 
On behalf of Members, the Council gratefully acknowledges funding contributions made 
by the Commonwealth and Tasmanian Governments and the support from their 
respective agencies, namely the Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure Transport, 
Regional Development and Local Government and the Tasmanian Government’s 
Department of Infrastructure Energy and Resources until 30 September 2010.    
 
The Council would also like to acknowledge the significant in-kind contribution of office 
space and support services provided by the Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce & 
Industry.     
 
I would like to particularly thank my fellow Directors – who collectively have a wealth of 
freight, logistics and business knowledge – who so freely give up their time with advice, 
project implementation and meeting throughout the State - all without remuneration in 
serving on the Board of Management of the Council. 
 
The Council looks forward to ongoing and regular involvement with the Tasmanian 
freight community and improved outcomes from its actions on behalf of its Members in 
the future.

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 OBITUARY – PHILIP PETERSEN 
  

 
 
The Tasmanian freight community was saddened following the tragic death of the 
Chairman of the Tasmanian Freight Logistics Council, Philip Petersen, on 29 April 2011.   
Philip was flying his ultra-light plane from Tumut in NSW to Loxton in South Australia 
when he suffered a heart attack, his plane crashed and he died.    Philip was a passionate 
flyer and was doing something that he greatly enjoyed at the time of his death. 
 
Philip Petersen was very well known and respected in the transport and logistics industry 
in Tasmania and throughout Australia.   He was a great and enthusiastic supporter of the 
industry and made a lasting contribution to it.   He was a deep thinker about the 
challenges in the industry and more importantly the solutions.   He was a unique and 
colourful character who always ensured that Tasmanian concerns were heard both locally 
and nationally.    His frank and forthright approach over many years was very well 
respected and his dry wit and humour will be missed. 
 
Philip was born on 3 May 1944 in Buxton, Derbyshire in the United Kingdom.   
Following a successful career in the British Army, Philip immigrated to Australia in 1969 
to take up a position with Jetaway in Melbourne.   A career in transport and logistics 
followed including employment in Brisbane, Sydney, Adelaide, Melbourne and 
Launceston with IPEC, IPEC Aviation, V/Line and Australian Paper Manufacturers. 
 
Philip moved to Tasmania in 1994 to set-up and manage SMART Distribution – a 
partnership between APPM and three transport companies to distribute paper - before 
accepting an appointment with the Tasmanian Government’s Department of 
Infrastructure, Energy and Resources (DIER).   Philip was Assistant Director Rail 
Management Unit with DIER until his retirement in February 2009. 
 
Philip had been chairman of the Tasmanian Freight Logistics Council since its inception 
in 1999 until his untimely passing. 
 
The Council extends its deepest sympathies to Philip’s wife, Sylvia and his children, Iola 
and John. 
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OVERVIEW OF ACTIVITIES 
  
The Council has continued to be been very active throughout the 2010-11 year addressing 
a number of issues affecting the freight and logistics sector in Tasmania. 
 
 
Project Activity Update 
 
Project activities undertaken during the year included the following: 
 
Contribution to the development and implementation of the National Transport Policy 
Agenda  
 
·  The Council took a leading role in the ongoing operation of the Tasmanian 

Transport and Logistics Workforce Advisory Group which was established by 
DIER in conjunction with the Australian Transport Commission to improve 
workforce planning and skills retention in the transport and logistics sector.   The 
original Advisory Group was wound up in December 2010.   Work is currently 
underway to form a new Advisory Group.     

 
Contribution to enhancing the productivity of the transport and logistics industry  
 
·  Initiated detailed logistics studies and reports after consultation with stakeholders to 

ascertain the scope and needs of the studies – which added to the freight logistics 
services supply/demand map of Tasmanian cargo flows:  

 
o Ongoing participation in Working Group established by the Tasmanian 

Fishing Industry Council to implement recommendations contained in the 
report on the review of freight logistics associated with non-frozen seafood 
harvested and processed in Tasmania.   

 
·  Partnership with the Australian Maritime College and the Chartered Institute of 

Logistics and Transport Australia to sponsor and organise the second Tasmanian 
Transport Forum.   This was an outstanding success and has become an annual 
event. 

 
·  Sponsored four Tasmanian women working in the transport and logistics industry 

in Tasmania to participate in the Australian Logistics Council’s “Women Moving 
Forward” program.   Positive feedback has been received from all four participants. 

 
Contribution to expanding industry and Government’s knowledge base through targeted 
research  
 

·  Gathered information and communicated industry needs to all levels of 
government and their agencies: 
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o Obtained views of shippers and transport operators and prepared a submission 
to the Federal Department of Infrastructure and Transport on “Reforming 
Australian Shipping”. 

 
o Invited key industry stakeholders to attend meetings of the Board of Directors 

to address the Council about their industry and any freight issues affecting 
them and to enable the stakeholders to learn about the various issues being 
addressed by the Council. 

 
·  Commenced work on developing a Tasmanian Freight Transport Strategy. 
 
Contribution to national freight and logistics goals through addressing significant State 
issues before they cross borders  
 
·  Ongoing maintenance and updating of the Tasmanian-specific Logistics 

Information and Navigation Centre (LINC) which is linked to the Council’s 
website.   LINC is a web portal providing links to information aimed at 
demystifying freight operations and services and containing Tasmanian-specific 
career briefs and pathway information.  A totally revamped LINC website will be 
ready for launching in June 2011. 

 
Contribution to effective policy communication between Governments and between 
Governments and industry through maintenance of comprehensive networks  
 
·  Worked with stakeholders to promote awareness of key industry changes and needs 

including:- 
 

o Organised a meeting of stakeholders to determine what needed to be done to 
get the Bell Bay – Launceston rail link reopened. 
 

o Problems during peak tourism season with movement of live seafood from 
Bruny Island. 

 
o Heavy vehicle road transport legislation which include chain of responsibility 

provisions. 
 

o Problems with reduction in air freight capacity during the winter months as a 
result of Virgin Blue schedule changes which put Tasmania’s live seafood 
export industry at risk. 

·  In response to emerging concerns about a forecast skill shortage in the transport and 
logistics industries over the next decade, the Council: 

 
o Sponsored the Australian Trucking Association’s “The Road Ahead” touring 

exhibition around Tasmanian high schools in May 2010.    
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o Participated in a Careers Expo at Rosny College to get prospective school 
leavers to start thinking about a possible career in the transport and logistics 
industry. 

 
o Participated in the Tasmanian Department of Economic Development’s 

Employment Pathways in the Transport Industry Advisory Group to develop a 
pilot program to retrain redundant older workers (aged between 30 and 60) to 
be able to fill vacancies in the transport industry in Tasmania. 

 
o Consultation with Tasmanian high schools to prepare an itinerary for the 

Australian Trucking Association’s “The Road Ahead” touring exhibition 
which the Council is bringing to Tasmania again in May 2011.    

 
·  The Council maintained contacts with other freight councils interstate and 

participated in this national network as well as others of state and federal 
government transport agencies as a source of valuable information relevant to 
Tasmania and also to combine resources in support of projects yielding benefit to 
more than one jurisdiction. 

 
·  During the year, the Council’s Chairman and CEO attended a number of Australian 

Freight Council Network (AFCN) meetings.   The Chairman and CEO also 
attended an AFCN meeting in Canberra when representatives from a number of 
Federal Government Departments attended so that the AFCN and individual freight 
council’s involvement in national issues could be communicated to those present 
and, in turn, the various Federal Government Departments had the opportunity to 
let the freight councils know what they want or expect from them.    

 
·  The Council continued to update its website www.tasfreightlogistics.com.au during 

the year.    The website provides information about the Council and its past and 
present activities and is regularly updated with any freight logistics issues and news 
that may be of interest to Members.   It also contains links to many relevant 
websites.     

 
Contribution to national outcomes by working collaboratively with national bodies such 
as the Australian Freight Council Network, Australian Logistics Council and the 
Transport and Logistics Centre  
 
·  Continued membership of the Australian Freight Council Network. 
 

·  Promoted Fatality Free Friday in Tasmania in May 2010 by forwarding information 
to the transport and logistics industry and the media in Tasmania.   The Australian 
Trucking Association’s “The Road Ahead” touring exhibition was placed in the 
Glenorchy Plaza Shopping Centre car park on Fatality Free Friday and, with the 
assistance of the Road Safety Task Force, promoted road safety to the many visitors 
to the exhibition on the day. 
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·  Contributed to and participated in a Transport and Logistics Centre (TALC) project 
to undertake the necessary research and planning activities to bring about the 
development of a new set of business models for future supply chains in Australia.   
The report highlights a number of key influences, forces and drivers that the 
Australian transport and logistics industry is currently experiencing that the 
industry stakeholders believe will remain constant or may increase in intensity over 
the decade ahead.    Through a consideration of these influencing forces the 
industry stakeholders developed a roadmap for the journey that Australian supply 
chains will take over the next decade. 

 
Other initiatives 
 
·  Continuing membership of the Tasmanian Chamber of Commerce and Industry’s 

Employment, Education, Training and Skills Committee to listen to and work with 
industry in Tasmania in relation to the education and training needs of Tasmania.    
 

·  Partnership with Australian Maritime College to provide an annual $5,000 
scholarship for a full-time second-year Tasmanian student studying logistics at the 
college.   One assignment undertaken by the student will be on a topic of interest to 
the Council. 

 
·  Provided information on freight logistic issues as requested from enquiries received 

from members, industry groups, government and the general public. 
 
 
Publicity & Promotion 
 
The Council worked hard during the year to promote the freight and logistics industry 
and the role of the Council and the various services available to freight and logistics users 
and providers in Tasmania – particularly to those whom are currently not Members of the 
Council.   Activities undertaken in this area included: 
  

·  Conducted media interviews and prepared articles for newspapers, newsletters, 
magazines and industry publications in regard to current freight and logistics 
issues. 
 

·  Regular promotion and advertising of the Council and its activities at relevant 
trade shows, seminars and events in Tasmania. 
 

·  Prepared a regular, quarterly News Bulletin which was sent to members, industry 
associations and service providers.  
 

·  Active campaign to increase membership of the Council to include as many of the key 
stakeholders in the transport and logistics sector in Tasmania as possible to ensure that 
the views of as many of those stakeholders as possible are taken into account when 
any action is undertaken by the Council.   (The end result is an increase in the 
Council’s membership from 84 to 105 members during the year.)

Act 2001 .  The directors have determined that the company is not a reporting entity.

No other Accounting Standards, Accounting Interpretations or other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian 
Accounting Standards Board have been applied.

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based upon historic costs and does not take into 
account changing money values or, except where stated, current valuations of non-current assets. 

Receivables are recognised and carried at cost. Membership debtors are non-interest bearing and generally on 30 day 
terms.

Liabilities for trade creditors and other amounts are carried at cost which is the fair value of the consideration to be paid in 
the future for goods and services received.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the company in the preparation of the financial 
report.  The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at-call with banks, other short term highly liquid 
investments with maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts.

No provision for income tax has been raised, as the company is exempt from income tax under s50-5 of the Income Tax 
Assessment Act 1997 .

Grant Revenue is recognised in the income statement when it is controlled.  When there are conditions attached to grant 
revenue relating to the use of those grants for specific purposes it is recongnised in the balance sheet as a liability until 
such conditions are met.

Revenues, expenses, and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is 
not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office.  In these circumstances, the GST is recognised as part of the cost of 
acquisition or part of an item of expense.  Receivables and payables in the Balance Sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

Membership and other revenue is recognised upon delivery of goods/services to the member.

Plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Interest Revenue is recongnised on a proportional basis taking into account the interest rates applicable to financial 
assets.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Cash flows are presented in the Cash flow Statement on a gross basis, except for the GST component of investing and 
financing activities which are disclosed as operating cash flows.
